In the transport segment, transport distances
have been shortened by reviewing our
production bases. We are also working to
improve our transport efficiency ratios by
expanding joint transport operations with other
companies.

In the transport segment, we continue to
collaborate with transport companies to expand our
activities to decrease the environmental load.

By increasing transport efficiency, we have worked
to reduce CO2 caused by transport. Additionally, we
have revised our packaging specifications to improve
the load-carrying efficiency. With this, we are working
towards reducing the packaging materials used. Total
CO2 emissions for fiscal 2008 were 3% less than the
index values for the previous fiscal year, with the basic
unit results at 2.38 tons / 100 million yen.

I Example of packaging materials reduction

® Changing the packing style for shipping parts
to overseas bases
Revising the original packaging specifications, we
were able to increase the storage efficiency of the
packaged state and reduce packaging materials.

I Reduction of waste

® Boosting efficiency by double-stacking
products for transport
For products with a heavy per-bucket weight,
height restrictions apply for stacking and
unloading work. Because of this, there is an open
space at the top of the truck when loaded,
causing poor load-carrying efficiency. As seen in
the photograph, a double-stacking rack is used
to improve the latter. By reducing the number of
shipping runs, we have been able to decrease CO2
emissions from transport.

®Boosting transport efficiency by revising
packing

As is done with the load-carrying method in
trucks, the packing style was changed from using
carts to pallets, eliminating the open space at the
top.
